Though course success rates are individually monitored through the process described previously, the college also sets a goal to increase 

course success rates by 2% by delivery modality. The course success rate for online classes in 2017-18 was 78%, for face-to-face classes 

was 83%, and for hybrid classes was 83%. Therefore, the goal for 2018-2019 was to achieve a course success rate of 80% in online 

classes, of 85% for face-to-face classes, and of 84% for hybrid courses.
