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When you read information and then use the ideas in your paper, you must give credit to the author and source in the form of a citation.  The following are examples of bibliographic citations for various print sources using Modern Language Association (MLA) style.  All citations should be DOUBLE SPACED, with every line after the first indented.  For explanations of the format or more examples check with your instructor or the  MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers (Latest Edition).
