WILLIAM MURRAY MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION GUIDELINES

The William Murray Scholarship provides a $300 stipend per month from the time the award is made 
until program completion as long as the student remains in good standing in the Associate Degree 
Nursing Program.  Recipients are selected based on academic promise and financial need.  Individual 
traits of industry, character and sense of financial responsibility are also considered.

To be eligible for the Scholarship, a student must meet the following requirements:

1. Enrollment in the Associate Degree Nursing Program

2. Financial need as evidenced on a processed Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)

Free Application for Federal Student Aid forms are available from the Daytona State College Financial Aid Office in Building 100, Daytona Campus.  On the branch campuses, forms are available from the Financial Aid Counselor.  This form needs to be completed and mailed to 
the processor.  The processor then determines your need and mails the results to the Financial 
Aid Office.  Since this process takes approximately five weeks to complete, you must apply for financial aid in order to meet scholarship deadlines.
Application Materials
A student’s application must be complete to be considered for the scholarship.  A complete application consists of the following:

1. Typed face sheet that includes the following information: 

a.  Application for William Murray Scholarship
b. Name and address of applicant

c. Email address of applicant

d. Telephone number of applicant

e. Statement and signature releasing Daytona State to provide your name, address, phone number to the bank if you receive an award.

2. Daytona State College Transcript (student copy)

3. Typed scholarship essay which includes the applicant’s personal, academic and professional achievements and goals

4. Two professional letters of reference (work supervisors, teachers, volunteer coordinators).
Deadline

The scholarship application must be submitted by October 16 for Fall Semester and February 28 for 
Spring Semester.  The completed application packet should be submitted to the Nursing Office, Bldg. 320, Room 214, Daytona Campus.  Students on branch campuses may send their applications through campus mail addressed to Nursing Department Scholarship Committee, Bldg. 320, Room 214, Daytona Campus.

Selection
The nursing Department Scholarship Committee will select recipients after a review of completed packets and financial need statements.  The Committee in conjunction with the bank, which administers the William Murray Trust Fund, will make notification of awards.

Awards

Students making satisfactory academic and clinical progress will receive a monthly stipend for the duration of the time they are in the Associate Degree Nursing Program.  The stipends are $300 per month.  Openings for the William Murray Scholarship only occur as students graduate; therefore, stipends will not begin until January for Fall Semester recipients and June for Spring Semester recipients.
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
